5. The Treasurer’s report was tabled
HoDoMS finished with a small operating surplus of £824.22 during the year from September 1st 2004 to August 31st 2005. Reserves were thus increased to just over £24000. A little more was spent on committee and officer travelling expenses than during the previous equivalent financial period (£2459 against £1983), which reflects the higher level of activity such as representation and attendance at a variety of national meetings and events. The main areas of financial activity were around subscriptions and the conference. 51 subscription payments were received. Birmingham continues to provide a satisfactory venue for the conference at an appropriate rate.

· HoDoMS now has a healthy surplus and members suggested some of this could be used (in conjunction with the CMS) to help fund a piece of research or to obtain detailed HESA data.

· Given that we do have a surplus the possible use of an interest-bearing account should be explored.
