5. The Treasurer’s report was tabled
HoDoMS finished with a small operating surplus of £513.01 during the year from September 1st 2005 to August 31st 2006. Reserves stand at just over £24700. More than £2000 was spent on committee and officer travelling expenses, indicating a continuing high level of activity at a variety of national meetings and events. Once more the main areas of financial activity were around subscriptions and the conference.

The Honorary Treasurer reported on the possibilities for opening an interest-bearing account, and was supported to do so, in conjunction with updating and renewing signatories to the current account.
