Remind students about their PDP assignment 3, that they should make a start on it (despite 5 Mar due date).  Since it can be submitted in a range of formats maybe ask them how they intend to compile theirs.
Module work (40 mins)

Hand out photoviewer exercise 2.  This introduces formatting of the page using CSS.  They should bring completed work to week 18. (The next exercise will cover using CSS for layout.)
Suggest they start this now whilst the academic review discussions take place with others

Academic Progress Review (c 30 mins): Students were asked to bring their marks to this meeting.  Have short discussions with each student (c 5 mins) about their marks, their reaction to them and how they will adjust their study habits/behaviour.  In extremis, it may be necessary/advisable to defer discussion with individuals to a more private meeting.  

Some students will need reminding that 70% is a first class mark, represents excellence, and is quite rare.  (Many students are aspiring to gaining an Achievement Scholarship, which requires students to gain an average module mark of 70%.)
