Preparation:  Read the assignment and the sample students scripts and Uni generic criteria.  Try to ensure you can articulate to students a justification of the marks awarded.

Assignment 3 (5 mins)
Inform students that the following week will include a review of their PDP, as developed so far.  They need to bring this to their class next week.
Module work (50 mins)
1. Why do we set assessments? (10 mins)

Ask ‘Why do we set assessments?’  Discuss ‘assessment for learning’ - assessment is often set to help students learn (cf ‘assessment of learning’)

Ask: Why would a student not submit an assignment, attend a test or an exam?

Why would they sometimes deliberately decide not to submit?

What are the implications of this decision: for their learning?

If a student is really struggling with material what are the pros/cons of submitting an attempt?

What are the implications of this decision: for their marks/progression/resit rights? 

refer to the Students Union ‘Make your mark’ campaign which is encouraging students to submit for all assessments, in part to preserve their resit opportunities
2. Assessment Requirements & Marking (40 mins)
Introduction: If students understand how they are going to be assessed, and what qualities we value as assessors, then students are more likely to achieve higher marks

Read assignment (5 mins): Students asked to read the assignment brief provided

Discuss brief (5 mins): Ask students what they think the assessment is asking for and why.  Discuss the assessment criteria/guidance given in the brief.  Is the meaning clear to students? Can they see what a student would need to do (and in what way, with what qualities) to achieve a top mark - say 70%?  What about a modest pass - say 50%?
Read Student script (10 mins): Students asked to read a student’s submitted script. 
You may want to discuss the time a lecturer might spend in marking each script

How can a student make this more effective for staff?

Discuss Student work: (10 mins)
Ask students what they thought the positive qualities of the work were: what did the student do well?
Ask students what they thought the poor qualities of the work were: what could have been improved? 

Do all students agree about these...? they may not

Using the assessment guidance in the assessment, ask them what mark they think would have been awarded.  Can they agree this??  DONT TELL THEM YET WHAT MARK IT WAS AWARDED

Look at the University assessment criteria.  (This is particularly important if the criteria provided with the assessment are rather meagre.)  Appraise work against these too
Now, tell them what mark was awarded.  (May lead to more discussion!)
