Get a sense of their progress generally and then look at students’ work.

Students could usefully look at each others’ too, if the authoring student is happy with that - CHECK

NOTE: The PDP is their personal plan.  It therefore needs to reflect their real personal ambitions and their plans towards that.  They may have nothing to do with their course content.

It may help a student who is struggling with their ambitions if you suggest they recall why and how they are on this particular degree course.  They may be general directions rather than very specific
If necessary, reassure that our marking will be based on the rigour and clarity of their planning - not on the nature of their objectives - and the quality of their evaluation
Academic Progress Review
If time remains conduct Academic Progress Review with any who missed it 2 weeks ago.
Students were asked to bring their marks to this meeting.  Have short discussions with each student (c 5 mins) about their marks, their reaction to them and how they will adjust their study habits/behaviour.  In extremis, it may be necessary/advisable to defer discussion with individuals to a more private meeting.
